A Woman in poetry

U prilezitosti vystavy obrazi malitky Papije Ghoséalové v galerii Lapiddrium v Ramové ulici 6 se uskutecni
autorské ¢teni poezie jeji a dalSich autorti. Vystavujici je rovnéz basnifkou a bude Cist uryvky ze své sbirky
Dny menstruace (Ritur Dingulo). Sbirka byla ocenéna v jejim rodném mésté Kalkaté. Soucasna vystava, na
které jsou zastoupena dila, pfi jejichz tvorbé bylo pouzito pfirodniho média, menstruacni krve, je pfirozenym
pokracovanim této knihy ve formé malby. Autorka bude ¢ist texty ve svém rodném jazyce - bengalsting, k
dispozici bude jejich pteklad do anglictiny a lexikalni pteklad do cestiny. DalSimi autory, ktefi pfectou néco
ze své tvorby, bude napi. pan Christopher Arkell, basnik a $éfredaktor The London Miscellany, Londyn, a
pan Amar Jeet, kulturni atasé Indické ambasady v Praze.

Poezie zaujima nejen v zivoté umélce, ale i v Zivoté prostého ob¢ana zapadniho Bengalska s jeho centrem
Kalkatou vyznamné misto. Pro Papiji Ghosalovou je poezie samoziejmou a velmi silnou slozkou jeji tvorby
a jeji existence. Tvoti také jeden z velmi vyznamnych inspiracnich zdroji jeji malifské tvorby. Jako skutecné
renesancni osobnost pfenasi Papija rovnéz do pocini v oblasti filmové tvorby, ve které ptisobi jako herecka a
scéndristka a Casto vyznamna soucast filmafského tymu, ktery ma za sebou vyznamné "mimo bolywoodské"
filmy (npft. film "Ostnaty drat").

Ve své poezii Papija oslavuje Zenu a svobodné pojima vsechny aspekty zenstvi. Viibec svoboda patii k
hlavnim rystim jeji poezie, rovnéz jako Cistota. VSe pak sméfuje k lasce jako nejCistSimu projevu byti.
Zabyva se tak fenomény, které nejvice vzruSovaly surrealisty v dobé nejvétsiho rozmachu jejich hnuti.

A Woman in poetry

On the occasion of the exhibition of paintings of Papia Ghoshal in the Gallery Lapidarium in Ramova street ,
Prague 1, there will take place the poetry reading of the author and of other poets. The exhibiting author is
not only a painter, but also a poet. She will be reading excerpts from her books of poetry The Days of
Menstruation (Ritur Dingulo). The book has been awarded in her native town Calcutta. The present
exhibition, which has menstruation blood as the main media, forms a natural continuation to the author’s
book of poetry in painting. The author will read her texts in her native language - Bengali, there will also be
read their English version and available will be also their lexical translation into Czech. Among other authors
reading their poetry will be - e.g. Mr. Christopher Arkell, poet and editor The London Miscellany, London,
and Mr. Amar Jeet, the cultural attachee of the Indian Embassy in Prague and other recognized Czech poets.
Poetry occupies in the life of not only an artist, but also of the the ordinary man in West Bengal with its
capital Calcutta an important position. For Papia Ghoshal poetry forms a natural and very strong part of her
work and of her existence. It also forms one of the very important inspirational sources for her painting. As
a truly Renaissance figure Papia Ghoshal transfer her creativity into the handsel in films, in which she
appears as an actress and screenwriter and the important spirit of the film making team, which has important
"off Bollywood" films behind it (e.g. the film "Barbed Wire" shown and awarded on international film
festivals).

In her poetry Papia celebrates and worships a woman and freely exploits all aspects of womanhood. As a
matter of fact freedom forms the main feature of her poetry, as much as serenity . All is then directed to Love
as the purest manifestation of being. Thus she unconsciously addresses all phenomena, which were most
worshiped by surrealists in the boom of their movement and which have not yet been fully grasped.
